The following are just some of the points which we would like to see in your Final Report though it is not exclusive. NOT ALL OF THE FOLLOWING POINTS MAY APPLY TO YOUR PROJECT. You may include any other details which you think is relevant or reports the success of your awarded project.
1. Maximum 200 word description of the project
2. Dates and Location of the conference/workshop
3. Which NASA Mission Directorate closely fits the topic (https://www.nasa.gov/about/org_index.html)
4. Conference participation
a. List the names of the students and their university directly supported by the FSGC funds
b. Approximate number of participants
5. URL (if any) of the conference/workshop
6. Attach any images along with captions describing the image.

Required:
A consent statement in your written report allowing the NASA Florida Space Grant Consortium to use some of the content from your report to showcase your project on our FSGC website and to our State’s Congressional delegates and NASA HQ.
